Under no circumstances should any work 
be completed underneath the vehicle if it is not adequately supported, as serious injuries and death can occur. 

For vehicles with a “Closed Air Supply System, ” replacement of components requires proper adherence to 
procedures set forth within OE servicing literature. Failure to comply with the OE prescribed procedures can 
result in component damage and/or failure.

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REAR SHOCK REMOVAL

1. Raise and support the vehicle.

2. Support the rear axle assembly with the proper jack stand. (Figure 1)

3. Disconnect the shocks wire harness from the vehicle. (Figure 2)

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4. Remove the upper shock absorber bolt. (Figures 3, 4)

5. Remove the lower shock absorber nut and bolt. (Figures 5, 6)
