WARNING:

The air suspension system is under pressure (up to 10 bar, or 150 Ibf/in). Verify pressure has been relieved
and disconnect power to the air suspension system prior to disassembly. Do not allow dirt or grease to enter
the system. Always wear standard hand, ear, and eye protection when servicing the air suspension system.

« Not to be stored below 5°F (-15°C) and » Removal and installation is only to be performed
above 122°F (50°C). by fully qualified personnel.
- Avoid damage to air lines and cables. « Use car manufacturer’s diagnostic software.
CAUTION:

AIR SPRING REMOVAL

1. Raise the vehicle.
2. Remove the applicable rear wheel. (Figure 1)

3. Deflate the applicable air spring using a scan tool.
4. Remove the air line from the air spring. (Figure 2)

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5. Remove the air spring. (Figure 3)

AIR SPRING INSTALLATION

WARNING:
Tighten all nuts and bolts to manufacturer’s specifications during the installation process.

1. Install the included screw into the indicated hole. (Figure 4)

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2. Install the new Arnott spring into the vehicle. (Figure 5)

REMOVAL

Scratches and/or deep cuts in the air line
